Mike Hunkler, Jim Flanagan,
Bob Fellman and Rod Frank,
all Sheffield homeowners,
have been meeting as the Dam
Rehabilitation Committee.
Mike does land planning, de-
sign, and surveying for devel-
opers building residential
neighborhoods. Jim has spent
many years in mining building,
maintaining and deconstructing
retention ponds.  Bob is our
pond committee chairman.

We have decided to focus on
three main issues concerning
our retention pond and dam.

1 The pond leaks.
2 The pond overtops the dam.
3 Silt is settl ing in the pond.

We will be replacing or re-
pairing the river pump to
maintain pond level and not try
to repair leaks, as well as re-
placing the ornamental foun-
tain.  We will be refi l l ing the
void behind the dam and rein-
forcing the soil to decrease
erosion when the dam over-
tops, and we will be dredging
the pond to remove much of
the silt that has accumulated
being sure to not disturb the
clay that was layed many years
ago.

We are working on a “Scope
of Work”  to get bids for a gen-
eral contractor.  We will pre-
sent that scope of work to the
homeowners for review and
comment to be sure that we
have the best advice possible.

Grass grows through the mat hid-
ing i t into the soi l and integrating i t into the root structure.
